Unanimously adopted by the UN’s 193 Member States (UN General Assembly Resolution A/RES/70/1), the SDGs
apply to all countries and recognise that social, economic, and environmental factors, as well as peace, justice and
effective institutions are interconnected and vital for sustainable development.

HOW DO THEY WORK?

The 17 Sustainable Development Goals and 169 targets are monitored and reviewed using a set of global
indicators. While countries have primary responsibility for review and follow up, everyone has a contribution to
make to the success of the Goals - including you!
